VOLUNTEER OPPORTUNITIES AT
MLC

There are many volunteer opportunities at Mag-
nolia Lutheran. If you are interested in helping
with any of the following, please contact Pastor
Kevin or MLC’s parish administrator, Nancy.

Usher——-Hand out bulletins, direct people to the
front for communion and pass the offering plate.
Two weeks in a row, approximately every 4
weeks or so. It depends on how many volunteers
we have as to how often you will be needed.

Counter—Work with the parish administrator to
count and document the incoming cash and
checks after the 10am service. Generally you
would be needed one or two times a month.

Altar Guild—Prepare the altar for communion
before and after the 8:15am services. Help with
holiday decorations and help polish the brass
once or twice a year.

Lector—Read the lessons on Sundays at the
10am service.

Assisting Minister—Assist Pastor Kevin with
running the service. Help with communion, read
the prayers of the people, etc. PK will guide you.

Sound—Running the sound board and getting
the mics out for Pastor Kevin and the assisting
minister. Monitor the sound during the 10am ser-
vice.

OUR PLAN FOR A NEW MusiIC DIRECTOR

First, we honor and thank our musician, Ann Simonson, for 27 years of music and for sharing
her gracious spirit. Come to the retirement celebration in the Fellowship Hall after worship on
Sunday, January 28. Beginning in February, our congregation will host different musicians on
different Sundays. This pattern will continue until a new music director is hired.

Second, your Congregation Council is working hard on the 2024 budget. The Council is also
working on defining the scope of the job description for the new musician. As of this writing,
we do not have a date for when the job description will be posted. Much will be determined
by the budget that the congregation adopts at the congregational meeting in February.

Third, once the job description is approved, it will be posted and circulated. A task force from
our church will interview musicians and make a recommendation to the Council. The Council
will then extend an offer letter to the identified candidate.
