Scripture Readings 

First Reading: Ezekiel 37:1-14 

1
The hand of the LORD came upon me, and he brought me out by the spirit 

of the LORD and set me down in the middle of a valley; it was full of 

bones. 
2
He led me all around them; there were very many lying in the 



valley, and they were very dry. 
3
He said to me, “Mortal, can these bones 

live?” I answered, “O Lord GOD, you know.” 
4
Then he said to me, 

“Prophesy to these bones, and say to them: O dry bones, hear the word of 

the LORD. 
5
Thus says the Lord GOD to these bones: I will cause breath to 

enter you, and you shall live. 
6
I will lay sinews on you, and will cause 

flesh to come upon you, and cover you with skin, and put breath in you, 

and you shall live; and you shall know that I am the LORD.” 
7
So I prophesied as I had been commanded; and as I prophesied, 

suddenly there was a noise, a rattling, and the bones came together, bone 

to its bone. 
8
I looked, and there were sinews on them, and flesh had come 

upon them, and skin had covered them; but there was no breath in them. 
9
Then he said to me, “Prophesy to the breath, prophesy, mortal, and say to 

the breath: Thus says the Lord GOD: Come from the four winds, O breath, 

and breathe upon these slain, that they may live.” 
10

I prophesied as he 

commanded me, and the breath came into them, and they lived, and stood 

on their feet, a vast multitude. 
11

Then he said to me, “Mortal, these bones are the whole house of 

Israel. They say, „Our bones are dried up, and our hope is lost; we are cut 

off completely.‟ 
12

Therefore prophesy, and say to them, Thus says the 

Lord GOD: I am going to open your graves, and bring you up from your 

graves, O my people; and I will bring you back to the land of Israel.

you shall know that I am the LORD, when I open your graves, and bring 

you up from your graves, O my people. 
14

I will put my spirit within you, 

and you shall live, and I will place you on your own soil; then you shall 

know that I, the LORD, have spoken and will act, says the LORD.”

Second Reading: Romans 8:22-27 

22
We know that the whole creation has been groaning in labor pains until 

now; 
23

and not only the creation, but we ourselves, who have the first 

fruits of the Spirit, groan inwardly while we wait for adoption, the 

redemption of our bodies. 
24

For in hope we were saved. Now hope that is 

seen is not hope. For who hopes for what is seen? 
25

But if we hope for 

what we do not see, we wait for it with patience. 
26

Likewise the Spirit helps us in our weakness; for we do not know 

how to pray as we ought, but that very Spirit intercedes with sighs too 

deep for words. 
27

And God, who searches the heart, knows what is the 

mind of the Spirit, because the Spirit intercedes for the saints according to 

the will of God.

MAGNOLIA LUTHERAN CHURCH  

SOLAR GENERATOR PROJECT  

  Navaho Evangelical Lutheran Mission, Rock Point Arizona 
 

Few know the challenges created by hunger, drought, job insecurity or loss like the Navajo. 
For those whose registered tribal home is Rock Point Arizona, about 173,000 in number, the 
distance between home and help of any kind is a minimum of 50 miles. For most healthcare, 
jobs and supplies require a full day plus a working vehicle, fuel and travel food to gather pro-
visions needed for home and family… just to return to a home without electricity or running 
water. Less than half the households have both; this represents 70,000 individuals! 
 
The solar charged generator project is designed to provide an affordable stand-alone solar 
system which can power many needs in a household. Lighting for nighttime medications and 
study, power for an electric blanket for nighttime warmth, enough power to run a small refrig-
erator and of course to charge devises. These very basic needs can be addressed with the solar 
powered generators which have become more affordable and dependable. MLC’s goal will be 
to provide 5 households with power. Stay tuned for more information on how you can help!
